Recent Graduate Bursary 
The Stapledon Memorial Trust will offer a limited number of bursaries to allow promising recent graduates in the fields of agriculture and agri-environmental science to spend a short period unpaid work experience at a UK research institute, UK university research facility or with an appropriate extension/policy/voluntary organisation. The work experience gained should be of sufficient quality to enable the recipient to advance their career prospects in the agriculture / land use area, including scientific research.  
Applications to the Stapledon Memorial Trust (SMT) must be submitted to the SMT Secretary by a supervisor of the Institute/University Department/extension organisation hosting the student 
Applications should be received by 31 October.  
The host supervisor will be responsible for appointing the graduate and for administering all aspects of the award, including the selection of the student and the project, and ensuring that satisfactory supervision and support is maintained throughout the placement period.

Eligibility 
Selected students must have completed an appropriate undergraduate degree course. The proposed work experience/project must have clearly defined objectives and be suitable for the timescale and experience of the graduate  while offering them the chance to develop appropriate skills. The appointed graduate must not be engaged as an assistant to support existing work. The student’s project should relate to some aspect of grassland or forage science; this which could be agricultural, environmental or socio-economic. 
Bursary value and payment
The maximum value of the bursary will be £2500. This is based on 8 weeks of payments at £200 per week to the student, with a maximum of £500 to the host organization to cover additional costs, including consumables, associated with supervising the project.

Reporting 

The graduate will be required to provide the Trust with a technical report on their work experience/project on completion of the project. This should be of a standard suitable for publication on the Trust website. The host organization’s administration office should provide the Trust with a signed statement confirming that the bursary was spent in compliance with the conditions of the award.
